EARTH BACKFILL
SCOPE
This item covers the purchase of off‑site earth material, it’s transport to the shaft locations and placement to the lines and grades shown on the drawings.

PROCEDURE


Borrow Areas:  This project does not include designated borrow areas for the backfill material.  It is intended that earth backfill material shall be obtained from commercial sources and transported to the work sites.



Backfill:  Earth borrow material shall be end‑dumped or pushed into shaft depressions and spread in approximately 1 foot horizontal lifts, using a backhoe operating from the surrounding ground level.  Each lift of spread material shall be compacted with a manually directed power tamper.  When the backfill material is at least 6 feet above the concrete slabs, the Contractor may, at his option, compact the remaining lifts by tracking with a dozer.  The Contractor will exercise care during filling and spreading to prevent damage to the vent pipes.

Fill shall be placed in the shaft area above the surrounding ground surface until a mound of earth, approximately 3 feet above the surrounding ground, is constructed.  The final several feet of fill shall be compacted by tracking with a dozer to seal the fill.  The mound shall be graded to promote runoff to the sides of the fill as shown on the drawings.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT


Measurement:  EARTH BACKFILL will be measured for payment in units of Cubic Yards.


Payment:  Payment for EARTH BACKFILL will be the product of the Unit Price entered on the Bid Schedule and the Plan Quantity shown on the drawings.  Payment as specified above shall be full compensation for all labor, materials, equipment and incidentals necessary to complete the work as specified.
