EROSION CONTROL BLANKET
SCOPE
This item shall consist of the installation of manufactured erosion control blankets on the areas specified in the Specifications and Drawings.

MATERIAL
The erosion control blanket shall consist of a machine produced blanket of natural fibers.  The blanket thickness shall be consistent and evenly distributed over the entire area of the blanket.  The mulch blanket shall have both sides covered with an extra heavy‑duty plastic netting which is photo‑degradable and a mesh opening of approximately ¾” x ¾”.

Acceptable products for this application shall be C125 matting as manufactured by North American Green, or equivalent products.  Any material used shall be approved by the Agency prior to application.

PROCEDURE
A small trench shall be excavated along the top of the slope and the end of the roll of blanket shall be secured in the trench by backfilling with soil material as recommended by the manufacturer.  Four “U” shaped staples (minimum size of 8” x 2” x 8”) shall be used along the top of each roll and the blanket shall be unrolled downhill, or in the direction of surface water flow.  The edges of the rolls shall be butted together and joined with a common row of staples down the edges on 6 foot centers.  Care shall be taken to insure that the blanket is secure and fits snugly to the contour of the slope.

When two or more sections of blanket are used side by side, the seams shall not be placed in a drainway, but offset by at least 1 foot from the flow of water.  Extra rows of staples shall be placed in the center and sides of the channel to insure that the blanket is in full contact with bottom of the drainway.  Staples shall be spaced on 6 foot centers and staggered to alternate with the staples along the edges.

When the slope length is long enough that more than one roll is needed to reach the bottom of the slope, the new roll shall be anchored using a trench like the one used at the top of the slope.  The trench shall be placed so that the bottom of the top roll will overlap the trench and provide a continuous layer of blanket, with no bare soil exposed.  Successful completion of the work is subject to the approval of the Agency.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT


Measurement for EROSION CONTROL BLANKET shall be made to the nearest Square Yard in place, accepted and approved by the Agency.  No additional measurement shall be allowed for overlaps.



Payment for EROSION CONTROL BLANKET shall be the result of the Unit Price per Square Yard entered on the Bid Schedule and the actual quantity accepted and approved by the Agency.  The Contractor shall provide copies of invoices for all materials delivered and applied to the project.  Payment shall constitute full compensation for all labor, material, equipment and incidentals necessary to perform the work.
