QUALITY CONTROL
SCOPE
This item shall consist of testing for verification that the materials supplied and the work performed is in accordance with these specifications.

PROCEDURE


The Contractor shall furnish the services of his own testing laboratory or select an independent testing laboratory, as long as the laboratory is under the direct supervision of a licensed and/or registered professional, fully qualified to perform the service.  The Contractors’ choice of which laboratory to use must be approved by the Agency.



Testing for soil nutrients and lime requirements shall be performed as required by the specifications.



The Contractor shall be responsible for performing laboratory tests of the various fill materials (soil, coal refuse, spoil) to identify moisture content and maximum dry density.  Each identifiable fill material considered for use in the project shall be tested and approved by the Agency prior to placement.  Field density tests shall be performed in accordance with the specifications.



Only first‑class materials that conform to the specifications shall be incorporated into the work.  All materials shall be new unless otherwise specified.  The Contractor shall furnish material supply sheets or certifications that include the name of the project, for all materials that are used in the work.  The material supply sheets and certifications shall be given to the project inspector.  The sources of supply of each material used shall be approved by the Agency before delivery is started.  If, at any time, sources previously approved fail to produce materials acceptable to the Agency, the Contractor shall furnish materials from other approved sources.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT


Measurement:  Measurement for QUALITY CONTROL shall be on a per job basis.



Payment:  Payment shall be based upon the percent completed per invoice period of the Lump Sum amount listed on the Bid Schedule.  Payment shall be full compensation for all materials, equipment, labor and incidentals necessary to complete the work.
