REGRADING
SCOPE
This item shall consist of incidental excavation, fill and shaping within the designated areas and as directed by the Inspector.

MATERIAL
Material to be regraded shall consist of on-site soil, mine spoil or refuse.

PROCEDURE

All material for filling the grading area shall come from excavation within the grading area or borrow areas identified in the Drawings; however, the Contractor shall incorporate any adjacent areas reasonably necessary to perform the work when directed to do so by the Inspector.

Positive drainage shall be maintained during grading operations.  Fill material shall be placed at a moisture content suitable for compaction.  Fill that is too wet or too dry for adequate compaction, in the opinion of the Inspector, shall be removed and replaced with material having a satisfactory moisture content.



Regraded material shall be spread in uniform lifts not more than 2’ thick using a bulldozer or other earth‑moving machinery.  The material shall be compacted by the routing of construction equipment over each lift for a minimum of 4 passes.  As the level of the fill is raised, it shall be smoothly graded to the contours shown in the Drawings

Slopes shall closely conform to existing gradelines or those established by the Drawings, and shall not vary unless approved by the Agency.  The tops of all slopes shall be rounded to a smooth even appearance.



Abrupt surface transitions, pockets, protrusions, windrows or undrained areas shall be eliminated, unless approved to be left by the Agency.  Large stones or debris identified as detrimental to seeding shall be removed and disposed of as directed by the Inspector.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Measurement for REGRADING shall be in units of Acres rounded to the nearest tenth of an acre.  Measurement shall be based upon the horizontal plan dimensions shown on the Drawings or a field survey with an accuracy of the transit‑stadia method or higher, using horizontal measurements rather than slope measurements.



Payment for REGRADING shall be the result of the Unit Price entered on the Bid Schedule and the actual quantity accepted and approved by the Agency.  Payment shall constitute full compensation for all labor, material, equipment and incidentals required to complete the work.
