SAFETY FENCE
SCOPE
This item shall consist of providing a safety barricade to protect existing structures from falling or rolling debris that may result from the work associated with the project.  The Agency will consider alternatives such as chain-link fencing or jersey barriers, if appropriate.

MATERIALS


Posts shall be 6” x 6” x 10’ wooden posts for the wood fence.  The posts shall be of adequate height to protect existing structures from falling or rolling debris that may result from work associated with the project.



Boards shall be 2” thick wooden boards.  The board width may vary, depending on availability, but must be the same for all boards used on a particular fence.

PROCEDURE


Posts shall be set on 5’ centers and placed a minimum of 3 feet into the ground.  Posts shall be set vertically and firmly tamped into place.



Boards shall be nailed to the side of the posts that face the work area.  Boards shall be cut to length so that each board ends on a post.  Boards shall be nailed to each intermediate post along its length.  Boards shall be placed horizontally, if the ground along the fence slopes, the boards shall be stepped to maintain a level layout.



Upon completion of the work and as a part of site cleanup, the safety fence shall be removed and the post holes filled in and revegetated.  The fence material shall be properly removed from the site and disposed of.  The Contractor may elect to haul the material to a landfill, retain it for future work or give it to the property owner for his use.  The final disposal plan must be approved by the Agency.


MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT


Measurement for SAFETY FENCE shall be on a Lineal Foot basis for the amount actually installed and accepted by the Agency.



Payment for SAFETY FENCE shall be based upon the unit price entered in the Bid Schedule and the actual amount installed and accepted by the Agency.  Payment shall constitute full compensation for all equipment, labor, materials and incidentals necessary to complete the work.
