SITE PREPARATION (for Shafts)
SCOPE
This item covers the necessary preparation work at each individual shaft site.  It includes clearing and grubbing the areas from the throat of each shaft to the ground surface and installation of silt fence.  It also includes the removal of floating garbage and debris from waterfilled shafts that display floating debris.

PROCEDURE

Clearing, Grubbing and Stripping:  All trees, snags, logs, stumps, shrubs and rubbish shall be removed from the areas above and immediately adjacent to the shafts which will receive fill.

Unless otherwise specified or directed, all stumps, roots and root clusters having a diameter of 1 inch or larger shall be grubbed out to a depth of at least 1 foot below ground surface in all designated areas.

All cleared and grubbed material shall be disposed of in a manner acceptable to the Project Inspector and in a manner not detrimental to the environment or inhabitants of the area.  No burning will be permitted.

All vegetated areas on which work is to be performed shall be stripped of all vegetation, topsoil and other organic material as directed by the Project Inspector.  All cleared topsoil material shall be stockpiled for use as final dressing and shall not be wasted without the approval of the Project Inspector.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT


Measurement:  SITE PREPARATION will be measured for payment in units of Acres.



Payment:  Payment for SITE PREPARATION will be the product of the Unit Price entered on the Bid Schedule and the plan quantity as shown on the drawings.  Payment as specified shall be considered as full compensation for all labor, material, equipment and incidentals necessary to perform the work as specified.
