STREAM EXCAVATION
SCOPE
This item shall consist of the excavation and removal of sediment from the stream channel and the disposal of the material in the locations shown on the drawings and as directed by the Agency.  This work shall conducted in accordance with the attached plans and specifications and the conditions of the Virginia Water Protection Permit issued by the Virginia Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), the Dredge and Fill Permit issued by the Army Corps of Engineers (ACOE) and the permit issued by the Virginia Marine Resources Commission (VMRC).
PROCEDURE
The stream channel shall be excavated to the dimensions and grades shown in the drawings.  The material shall be removed by equipment working from the stream banks.  No equipment shall be placed or operated in the stream channel.

Trucks used to haul material shall have sound beds and tight fitting tailgates to minimize leakage from the bed.  The Contractor may elect to install gaskets or seals to prevent loose fitting tailgates from leaking.  Mud or debris falling on roads or private property shall be promptly removed.

Sediment placed in the disposal area shall be contained by berms, straw bales, silt fences or other barriers to prevent it from washing out of the designated area or into drainways.  After the material has dried, it shall be reworked to achieve positive drainage and prepare the seedbed for revegetation.
MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT


Measurement for STREAM EXCAVATION shall be on a per Lineal Foot basis for the length of channel actually worked.  Measurement shall be made in the field to determine the true slope length of the work performed.



Payment for STREAM EXCAVATION shall be on a Unit Cost basis for the actual length measured and the Unit Price entered on the Bid Schedule.  Payment shall be full compensation for all labor, material, equipment and incidentals required to perform the work.
