STRUCTURE DEMOLITION AND DISPOSAL
SCOPE
This item shall consist of the demolition and disposal of abandoned structures, timbers, concrete, masonry, metal, metal scrap, debris and associated material from the areas designated on the Drawings.

PROCEDURE

Each structure shall be dismantled by hand and/or machinery.  All foundations and walls are to be completely removed and the areas regraded to the approximate original ground surface.  All disturbed areas shall be revegetated.



All salvageable material or equipment shall be segregated from the structure and placed in an area approved by the Inspector to be claimed by the property owner.  All unsalvageable material shall be buried within the project limits or removed from the site to an approved landfill.  Burning of material or disposal in abandoned entries is prohibited.



Should materials be encountered which are considered hazardous or toxic (transformers containing PCB’s, Asbestos Containing Materials (ACM), lead‑acid batteries, Underground Storage Tanks, etc.), the Agency shall be notified immediately.  Work shall not proceed until any questionable material has been identified, appropriate cleanup or containment plans developed and approved, and approval obtained from the necessary agencies.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT


Measurement for STRUCTURE DEMOLITION AND DISPOSAL shall be Unit Price per structure removed and approved by the Agency.



Payment for STRUCTURE DEMOLITION AND DISPOSAL shall be the result of the Unit Price entered in the Bid Schedule and the actual quantity accepted and approved by the Agency.  Payment shall constitute full compensation for all labor, materials, equipment and incidentals necessary to complete the work.
